Plaintiff Patsy Horner’s unopposed motion for leave to file a first amended complaint is 
GRANTED. (Code Civ. Proc., § 473, subd. (a)(1).)  Plaintiff shall serve the complaint on all 
parties. Plaintiff cites no legal authority allowing the Court to dispense with the necessity of 
service in the “interest of preserving environmental resources.” 
 
The notice of motion does not provide notice of this Court’s tentative ruling system as required 
by Local Rule 11.4(b).

It is recommended to DENY the petition for compromise of a disputed claim.  Petitioner Kristie 
Cornejo, guardian ad litem for William Hollis, has not provided the terms of the agreement with 
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undersigned counsel nor has she provided a declaration regarding the fees claimed.    (Cal. Rules 
of Court, rule 7.951(6) & 7.955(c).)  
 
The petitioner and the Mr. Hollis are directed to appear.  (Cal. Rules of Court, rule 7.952.)  If the 
parties fail to appear at the hearing and the Court has not excused their personal appearance, the 
petition will be denied without prejudice.  No request for a hearing is required.

Case:    Midland Funding LLC v. Johnson

Plaintiff Midland Funding LLC’s unopposed motion to vacate the order for dismissal entered by 
the Court on May 30, 2013, and enter judgment is DENIED. (Code Civ. Proc., § 664.6.)  
Plaintiff fails to establish that defendant Martha Johnson and her counsel were provided notice of 
defendant’s default as required by the Stipulation of Settlement executed by the parties. 
(Stipulation of Settlement, ¶ 8.)  Plaintiff further fails to provide evidence to support an award of 
$5,126.22 in principal and $513.80 in interest. (Decl. of Stelios A. Harris, ¶¶ 1-4.)  The 
outstanding balance due at the time the complaint was filed was $5,565.66, and defendant made 
payments totaling $1,600.00. (Id. at ¶ 4.) 
 
If no hearing is requested, this tentative ruling is effective immediately.  No formal order 
pursuant to California Rule of Court 3.1312, or further notice is required.
