Defendants KTP Builders, Inc., Robert Douds, and Paul Mitchell Cook’s motion to set aside
default and default judgement is CONTINUED on the Court’s own motion to May 18, 2015, at
9:00 a.m. in Department Seven.

Case: Day & Night Truck Trailer Repair, Inc. v. River City Petroleum, Inc.

Hearing Date: May 12, 2015 Department Two 9:00 a.m.

Defendants River City Petroleum, Inc. and Leonard Robinson’s request that the Court take
judicial notice of Exhibits 1 and 3 is GRANTED. (Evid. Code, 8§ 452, subd. (d).) The Court
declines to take judicial notice of the remaining exhibits as they are subject to dispute. (Evid.
Code, § 452, subd. (h).)

Defendants’ unopposed motion to expunge the lis pendens is GRANTED. Plaintiff Day &
Night Truck Trailer Repair, Inc.’s complaint fails to contain a real property claim. (Code Civ.
Proc., 88 405.30, 405.31.) Additionally, plaintiff failed to file a copy of the notice of lis pendens
with the Court as required. (Id. at § 405.22.)

Plaintiff Protech Services, Inc.’s unopposed motion for terminating sanctions against defendant
Christian Stukenbrock for failure to comply with the Court’s order dated February 19, 2015, is
DENIED WITHOUT PREJUDICE. While lesser sanctions might have been appropriate,
plaintiff requested only terminating sanctions and those are not warranted at this time based on
the record of disobedience of court orders presented. (Code Civ. Proc., § 2023.030; Caryl
Richards Inc. v. Superior Court (1961) 188 Cal.App.2d 300, 304.)

Plaintiff’s request for monetary sanctions is DENIED.
